5. Roads

a. Garage Feasibility Study – Erik moved and Ruben seconded the motion to award the contract for the feasibility study to Otter Creek Engineering for $2,000.  So moved.

b. Paving for 2010 – Pending the receipt of the Class 2 Roadway grant for a maximum of $175,000,The Board agreed that the pavement on sections of the East Randolph Road should be ground and then the balance of the money used for a shim coat.  Rick will get information to Jane so the grant can be submitted.

c. Backhoe Repairs – The backhoe is back and the bill was $6,192.  Rick will have John Fraser look at the cab floor to see if he can weld in a plate.

d. Foot Bridge Repair – Ruben is going to talk to Patrick Ross, ANR as a corner of the brook where the footbridge sits has washed out.  He will then coordinate with area contractors to meet with Mr. Ross prior to submitting proposals to reset and repair the bridge.

e. Bridge Inspection Reports – Reviewed and signed.

f. Annual Financial Plan – Reviewed and signed

g. Structures Grant – The grant requesting 90% of the estimated $17,310 to replace the small wood bridge on Moxley road with a concrete structure was signed.

h. Holt Hill – Rick checked the road and it is still full of logs and the ditches are full making the road impassable.  The logger will be contacted to make sure he intends to clean up the road and clean the ditches, as this is a Class 4 road.

i. Excavator – The Board authorized Rick to rent an excavator for a month this summer for $3,000 to $4,000.

j. Garage – Someone hit the garage causing some damage.  The Board is encouraging Rick to return the phone call to the driver’s insurance company.

6. Town Clerk

a. Karen was asking for clarification of the rental contract.

b. Flag – If the Sec. of State calls Karen, whom should she contact re: lowering the flag to half-staff.  She was advised to check with the Masons.

c. Unlicensed dogs – Karen advised the Board that she is sending out post cards to those who have not licensed their dogs.  At the next meeting she will turn the list over to the Selectboard.
