1. Adjustments to the Agenda 
Public Comments moved to beginning of meeting. 
Water/Sewer Operator executive session-moved to end of meeting 
Revolving Loan Fund executive session – moved to end of meeting 

 
2. Public Comments 

a. Neil Dodge discussed the problem with the woodchips around the trees in the 
commons being blown around by the lawnmowers.  He wonders if there is a mat 
available that would do the same job as the chips.  The Parks Commission will be 
asked to check into this issue. 

b. Neil also expressed concern about the poor condition of the sidewalk in front of the 
Old Grange Building.  The Board will check the site. 

c. Joan Goodrich presented a proposal to create and mail a 2-month community 
calendar with dates for meetings, etc within the community.  She cited 
communication as a key to making things work within the community.  Bulk mailing 
would cost $95 and printing would cost $67.  Dick moved and Carol seconded the 
motion to authorize Joan and Bonnie Pomerantz to do 3 mailings for 
approximately $500.  This would bring us to Town Meeting where it could be 
discussed and determined if it is worth budgeting to continue this project.  So 
moved. 

 
3. Minutes to the June 7, 2005 meeting 

Dick moved and Carol seconded the motion to accept the minutes as amended.  So 
moved. 

 
4. Water/Sewer 

a. Water/Sewer System Operator – Dick moved and Carol seconded the motion to 
enter executive session at 8:02 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue.   So moved.  
Exited executive session at 8:30 p.m.  Dick moved and Carol seconded the motion 
to regretfully accept Hale Mattoon’s resignation.  So moved.  An ad will be placed 
in “The Herald” on Thursday advertising for an operator.  Applications will be due 
in the Treasurer’s office by 4:00 p.m. on July 5, 2005.  Interviews will be held on 
July 12, 2005. 

b. Sewer Easement – Dick has asked Dick Upham to present the Board with a letter 
of expectations from the Town.  Until this letter is produced, this issue is closed. 

 
5. Roads 

a. Carol moved and Dick seconded the motion to sign WEC’s permit to cut and trim 
trees, chip brush, install utility poles, anchors, guy wires and conductors on 
Washington Turnpike by Howard Bramans.  So moved. 



b. Trailers & tires stored at pull-offs on VT Rte 110 – Jane has notified the State of 
Vermont.  They acknowledge that they are within the State’s right of way and they 
need to take care of the problem. 

c. Maple Ave. Bridge – Dick moved and Carol seconded the motion to sign Otter 
Creek Engineering’s Proposal for Civil Engineering Services on Maple Ave. Bridge 
for $1750.  So moved. 

d. Moxley Bridge – Dick moved and Carol seconded the motion to have Rory Allen 
and Rick make necessary repairs to the bridge.  Rick has ordered weight limit 
signs to replace those that have been stolen.  So moved. 

 
6. Old Business 

a. White River Partnership Letter of Support – the deadline date has been missed.  
No further action. 

b. Revolving Loan Fund Application – Carol moved and Dick seconded the motion to 
enter executive session at 8:30 p.m.  So moved.  Out of executive session at 8:45 
p.m.  Carol moved to loan Jane Ackerman, Julie Lawrence and Rick Ackerman 
$50,000 for 10 years at 4% interest from the Revolving Loan Fund.  So moved. 

c. Environmental Concern/Junkyard Issues – This issue involves all solid waste 
problems including junkyards, piles of junk, burn barrels, etc.  Carol will continue to 
discuss this problem with other towns.  Dick moved and Carol seconded the 
motion to table this issue until the July 5, 2005 meeting to enable the Board to get 
a better understanding of ways to handle this problem.  So moved. 

d. Open Burning – see “c” above. 
e. Solid Waste Update – Carol has not heard from “Tri Town” regarding Chelsea 

possibly joining their alliance.  She will call again.  There is a joint meeting on July 
6,2005 at 6:00 in Tunbridge with CVSWMD to discuss concerns about their EOS 
project.  Doug Lyford has not been attending the CVSWMD meetings.   

f. VCRD Update – The Community Visit Report and Action Plan has been delivered.  
These will be distributed to the committee chairs next week when Andy and Dave 
Bradshaw meet with them. 

g. Dog Issue – Dick visited with the dog owners.  They feel their dogs are no problem 
but did enter a complaint about another dog messing in their yard.  Andy will 
compose a letter to send to the complainant.  Dick moved to table this issue until a 
later date.  So moved. 

h. School Board Vacancy – The legislative act H.201 was passed effective July 1, 
2005.  This act gives the school board the power to appoint a qualified person to 
fill a vacancy on the town school board until an election at a special or annual 
meeting.  No action is required by the Selectboard. 

i. SCCC Bulletin Board – Bonnie Pomerantz is requesting support to create a large, 
freestanding community bulletin board somewhere in town.  The Board invited her 
to attend the next meeting with more information.  Bonnie also asked the 
Selectboard what their understanding is of the SCCC.  The Board feels this is an 
agenda item and asked Bonnie to attend the July 5, 2005 meeting at 7:00 p.m. to 
discuss further. 

j. Town Hall Cleaning – Carol moved and Dick seconded the motion to enter 
executive session at 7:45 p.m. to discuss employee performance.  So moved.  
Exited executive session at 8:00 p.m.  Andy will create a checklist for cleaning of 
the town hall. 

k. Timber Sale Contract – Carol moved and Dick seconded the motion to grant Dave 
Paganelli’s request to extend the Timber Sale Contract from July 1, 2005 to 
October 1, 2005.  So moved.  Dave will check the other town forest to see if it is 
possible to work that site in the next 1 – 2 years. 



 
7. New Business 

a. Town Hall Renovation Fund – The Board decided in would be beneficial to keep 
the account open for grant purposes even if there is only $182.73 in the account.  
Paint for the bathroom and handicap ramp will not be taken from this account. 

b. Lease Agreement for Treasurer’s Office – The agreement is not acceptable.  Mr. 
Weintraub will be invited to attend a meeting to discuss the agreement.  Jane will 
check to see what M.K. Richardson is doing about their lease. 

 
8. Other Information 

a. Linda Kuban has agreed to be the LEPC representative for Chelsea.
