a. Garage Survey — Jack moved and Erik seconded the motion to hire Dubois & King to

survey the entire Heath Field property for $4,000. So moved. Carol Olsen was
authorized to sign the contract on behalf of the Selectboard.

i. Garage - Phillip Mulligan expressed concern that the chimney in the town garage
might not be safe. The Selectboard will have this checked out. Ray Roger’s
property north of town has been mentioned as a possible site for a new town
garage.

ii. Culverts — Merrill Whitney has asked if a culvert that was replaced a few years
could be extended to straighten the road as it was before being replaced. The
Town is responsible for bridge and culverts so it is probably the town’s
responsibility to do this project.

6. Town Clerk
a. Wheelchair Grant — tabled
b. Chairs — Chelsea Funnery has asked to use the Town Hall chairs for their
Shakespeare Play, to be performed in Washington, weather permitting. The
Selectboard decided to stand by the policy to keep the chairs in the Town Hall.
C. Karen reported that the survey of the Town Garage is getting tattered. She is going
to get a copy made and also try to figure out why it is not filed in a plat book.

Town Hall Weatherization —

Jail Branch flooding issues were discussed as

well as looking at Maple Avenue Bridge.

E. Coli Testing - White River Partnership — Karen receives the results of E. Coli
tests taken at Heath Field.

The Board agreed
that Karen could post a notice on the town’s website that the water is tested every 2
weeks for e. coli and that the test results are available on White River Partnership’s
website.

Penalties for Late Filed Homestead Declarations - Tabled
Revolving Loan Fund — The Board discussed the possible request for RLF money
from a non-resident to start a business in Chelsea. The Board agreed that this
money should be for residents of Chelsea.

Transfer Station Roof — Dick has reported that the roof on the attendant’s building
needs to be replaced. Other areas on the building need to be replaced. Erik is
going to ask around town for someone willing to put channel drain on the building
and fix other areas that need to be replaced.
