1. Adjustments to Agenda

a. Tree in Brook by Winnie Royce’s - New Business

b. Audit Inspection Report – Water/Sewer

c. Animal Control Job Description – Old Business

2. Approve Minutes to July 27, 2010 Meeting – Erik moved and Ruben seconded the motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  So moved.

3. Public Concerns

a. There is a loose plank on the newly rebuilt footbridge to the cemetery.  Also, because of the steepness of the approach, there should be handrails.  The Board will consider fanning the approaches so they aren’t as steep.  The gravel surface makes it difficult to travel with a wheelchair.

b. Karen, on behalf of the Historical Society, expressed concern about all the piles of dirt on the Historical Society lawn from the Adams construction.  They have an Open House scheduled for August 21st and are considering canceling part of the event.  The contractor assured the Historical Society that the mess would be cleaned up in time.

4. Water/Sewer

a. Bench Sheets – Reviewed and signed.

b. WWTP Performance Audit Inspection Report – Nolan & Mike were commended on their excellent operation of the WWTP.  The only concerns expressed by the State inspector were the location of the effluent sample and the need to participate in an annual proficiency sample program.  Nolan will address these issues by August 30.

c. Nolan reported that Brookhaven Well is operating very well, as designed.

d. Manholes on VT Rte 113 have been raised by the State to accommodate the re-pavement project.

5. Roads

a. Garage Feasibility Study  - The Board reviewed a proposed drawing for a new town garage at the drying bed site as submitted by Nolan, Mike, Rick and Brian.  The Board likes the proposal and will pursue by asking questions of Army Corp of Engineers and engineers.

b. Paving – The Board agreed to go ahead with paving E. Randolph from the McCullough Ledge pit to Burbank Crossroad.  It is hoped that there is enough money from the grant and town budget to grind and reclaim the pavement on this section of road and do a shim coat by Tenny’s mill.

c. Hiring Employee – Rick reviewed applications.  There are 2 with CDL’s that he’s going to check into.

d. State of Vermont/Cargill Road Salt Bid – Erik moved and Ruben seconded the motion to award the salt contract to Cargill for $63.50/ton.  So moved.

e. Other – The State awarded Chelsea the structure grant for replacing the small bridge on Moxley Rd.

6. Town Clerk

a. Karen has the Adam’s building permit for the bulkhead but doesn’t have the DRB minutes for that hearing.  

b. Ruben moved and Erik seconded the motion to enter executive session at 8:11 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue.  So moved.  Exited at 8:21 p.m.  No action taken.

c. The Board authorized Karen and Jane to buy a new sink and toilet for the Town Hall bathroom and to hire someone to put down a new floor.

7. Old Business

a. Zoning

i. New appointment & Alternate to DRB - Tabled

b. Emergency Watershed Project – Ken signed all paperwork to enable USDA-NRCS to proceed with the Norlander/Dodge work on Jail Branch Brook.   There has been no communications with the landowners as to the armoring of the streambed.

c. Highland Ave. Trees – Erik will work as the Selectboard representative with the School, Cemetery Comm. and Doug Lyford.

d. Trails - Tabled

e. Justin Morgan – Mrs. Childs has the money to purchase the sign.  Ken is working on finding a location that zoning will approve.

f. Review Personnel Policy – Reviewed but no action taken.

g. Other – The Board reviewed 2 proposals for an “Animal Control” job description.  They will show them to Peg for her comments and adopt at the August 17th meeting.

8. New Business

a. The July 21st storm blew a tree down into Winnie Royce’s yard from the north side of the brook.  There is concern that the remainder of the tree will cause ice jam issues.  Jane has emailed ANR to find out if the tree can be removed from the brook.

9. Adjournment – Ruben moved and Erik seconded the motion to adjourn at 9:05 p.m.  So moved.  Next meeting is scheduled for August 17, 2010.
