Phillip called the meeting to order at 7:07 P. M.
The minutes of the October 9, 2007 meeting were read and approved, with one change.  That change clarified the reason for excluding the deer areas of the map.  The reason being that they were so many of them and they were arbitrary.

Our clerk has decided not to take the position.  Phillip will check with the school to see if there were any other applicants for the school position, that we might pursue for our clerk.
Phillip announced that the First Branch Sustainability group has been meeting and from them there is interest in forming a Chelsea Energy Committee, which would look at ways that Chelsea might be able to more efficiently use various types of energy.

Nyra announced that the Chelsea Health Center Board has decided to proceed with the plans for a new Health Center located behind the current facility.  They are ready to begin the permitting procedures.

Phillip announced that Ed Kuban, a long time member, of the commission is planning to resign.  Ed has a lot of knowledge and experience and his participation will be missed.  The planning commission members will provide recommendations for Ed’s replacement to Phillip who will forward them to the Selectboard.  Phillip will place notice in the newspaper requesting that anyone interested contact him.

Phillip announced that the school is having a meeting on November 15, for the purpose of  proceeding with the selection of a permanent Principal. They are interested in input and the meeting is open to the public.

Peter brought the latest version of the Town Plan.  The committee reviewed the new telecommunications section, and made changes.  Peter will make the changes and get copies out to the members.

The school section has also been updated.  Members had reviewed the section previously and it was left unchanged for the final plan.

Peter suggested, and the members agreed, that another employee at Two Rivers will check the final version of the plan for any required omissions.
The hearing will be held by the end of the second week of January 2008.
