Minutes were approved from the March 15 meeting. Stan moved, Wendy seconded, unanimous.

Commission discussed the need for one more member of the board. Eric Flanders was suggested, he has shown interest. It was moved, seconded and voted to recommend Eric Flanders as board member to the select board.

Kate handed out flyer for “Living with Vermont’s Rivers conference” May 16, 2012, and recommended that members attend.

Stan spoke about the Town of Randolph having added economic development to their town plan. Stan wants to see their ideas, look at their language to see what ideas they have about developing hamlets in the town.
