Approve Selectboard Meeting Minutes of November 19, 2019

Liam moved to approve the Selectboard Meeting Minutes of November 19, 2019; Kent seconded; approved.

Administrative Assistant’s Report  - 

Katherine provided the Accura printing costs for the Town Report to the Board by e-mail.  She has been sending information to Accura for inclusion  in the Town Report.  The deadline for submissions is the first week of February, 2020. 

Katherine shared the e-mail from Ben Rose of vermont.gov stating that Frank Keene may cross the Babcock property driveway (a FEMA buy-out property) to gain access to Maple Avenue.  She has submitted all documentation re. the Williamstown and Blackhawk projects/grants and monies should be forthcoming..   

Katherine presented the Board with the information regarding the “Drug and Alcohol Clearinghouse” which the Town will need to participate in in  various ways.  The Clearinghouse will provide access to information ensuring that CDL drivers who have committed drug and alcohol violations complete necessary steps before driving for their employer.

Katherine also submitted a copy of the 2020 Orange County Sheriff’s contract and the USPS Marketing Mail application that needs to be completed.  Matter tabled.

Katherine submitted the vtrans.vt.gov Parking Repeal letter informing the Town that “No Parking” signs can be removed from along VT110 in the vicinity of the Brookhaven School.   

Katherine submitted the First Branch Ambulance contract needing signature for the years 2020-2022.  Liam moved to sign the contract; Geoff seconded; the contract was signed.

Budget – Department Reports deadline; setting of “Budget only” meeting

Susan informed the Board that the Health Center has requested another five (5) year tax related exemption.  This will be warned for the next Town Meeting.

If the Town Report will be electronically mailed, this will need to be put up for vote at Town Meeting.  She will contact VLCT.

The requirement of yearly auditor services was debated. It was decided to keep the status quo and enter a line item into the budget to pay for these services.  

Board members discussed their upcoming schedules to highlight the abbreviated time remaining for preparation of the Town Report.
