Use of Town Hall for Funerals

The Board continued its discussion on this topic.  Karen will draft the new agreed usage costs into the contract. 

Highway Department (numbered sequence differs from original Agenda)

Salt purchased in 2018 was not billed until 2019.  This is contributing to the salt budget overage.  Susan consulted with Tunbridge about their salt usage and supplier. Town is approx. $4000 over budget. As of September 3, 2019, there is $2000 appropriated for salt. Karen stated that the Town has been buying salt from Cargill for some time.   

Kent moved to approve and sign the Cargill contract for salt at $78/ton; Karen seconded; the agreement was signed.  

Administrative Assistant’s Report (numbered sequence differs from original Agenda)

Katherine submitted a brochure future trainings and the “Governing” Magazine.  She also submitted the DRB Notice of Public Hearing scheduled for October 16, 2019.

The RFP bids of Cassella and Meyers for the transfer station were again submitted and reviewed.  Some of the charges are not reflected on the bids.  Kent stated that the Board can accept one or reject both.  Susan moved not to accept either of the bids;  Kent seconded;  Katherine will be contacting both haulers and will be posting a new RFP deleting  the provision  “40 yd. OCC Container [on call]”.   

Katherine submitted the Class Action Notice re. the “National Prescription Opiate Litigation”.  The Town will automatically be included in the class for negotiation purposes unless it opts out.  The Board 
does not need to take action at this time.

Town Clerk (numbered sequence differs from original Agenda)

	Karen said that she will be getting flyers out about the paint and battery event at the transfer 	station on October 19, 2019.  Phyllis will be taking over in case Karen will be unavailable 	due to family obligations.
