Approve Selectboard Meeting Minutes of October 15, 2019

Geoff moved to approve the Selectboard Meeting Minutes of October 15, 2019; Karen seconded; approved.

Administrative Assistant’s Report

Katherine will contact the Post Office re. the printer who will be doing the 2019 Town Report.  Karen stated that the Report is customarily mailed to all registered voters per statute.  Some voters have out-of-state addresses.  The Report will be sent using the School’s permit number, as in the past.  500 Reports can be mailed at full price.  $1,000.00 can be spent just for mailing.  Geoffrey suggested the use of an online vendor.  Susan said that Accura will put labels and do the mailing. Katherine will contact them to get pricing and see if they will do labelling and mailing.

The FEMA Project Certification and Completion Report has been signed.  The Town’s total award is $74,106.60.

Geoff has taken over the FEMA files.

Town Treasurer  

Gayle presented the Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Vermont table of 2020 Plans and Premiums and the MVP Plan.  The BC/BS premiums are increasing by $100/month per individual.  The Highway Department does not have an overtime line in the budget.  Gayle will add the line. 

Katherine will contact the auditors to inquire when they are coming to do the audit.  

Gayle has been working on the taxes.  NMRIC has greatly added to the efficiency of the process.  

Gayle will need a new computer.

Town Clerk

Karen has been working on the Transfer Station recertification with Katherine.  Katherine has sent in the application.  Karen has been working on the narrative.  The recertification documents need to be submitted immediately.

Support letter was previously drafted by Karen relating to the collection site of hazardous waste.  

Water/Wastewater

The generator was bought from and is serviced by Brookfield every year.  Nolan has suggested that it be serviced twice a year at a cost of $1,822.00 if paid by November 20, 2019 as per the contract..  The cost increases by $100.00 after that date.

Karen moved to sign the Brookfield service contract; Kent seconded; contract was signed.  The cost will be reflected in the water/wastewater budget.

Highway Department 

Kent has spoken to Rick about purchasing a roadside mower.  Rick has been researching available mowers.  The funds for the mower are in the equipment fund.  $16,000.00 has been used this year.  $50,000.00 was put into the fund this year.
