Administrative Assistant’s Report

Katherine submitted brochure(s) for various future trainings which may be of interest to the Board.

Katherine will be going with Gayle (Town Treasurer) to the VLCT MAC training workshop on September 18, 2019 in Montpelier.

Katherine is continuing to work on the recertification of the transfer station.  She provided the Board with the list of required application documents. 

She is also working with Gayle on the Grants in order to in order to clarify the amounts/match in preparation of computing the Reserve Funds.

Katherine presented the salt estimate from Cargill.  She will check the cost of last year’s salt and will also speak to Rick about it. 

Katherine submitted the Myers and Casella bids for the transfer station hauling services.  Clarification is needed on some of the items on the bids.  Katherine will contact the contractors. The bid award will be made at the next Selectboard meeting.

Katherine e-mailed and also presented to the Board the 2020 Renewal Application for VLCT PACIF membership.  This is a multi-page document that will need review and discussion with Gayle and Rick as well as looking at previous applications. 

Andrea Provencher/Work Unlimited (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Andrea and her employment director, Lisa Culbertson, introduced “Work Unlimited” of the Upper Valley Services to the Board.  The agency’s mission is to secure competitive employment for people with developmental and intellectual disabilities.  The agency provides one-on-one support and initial accompaniment with individuals to their place of employment.  The goal is to decrease and then fade from individual support.  Check-ins are done by telephone .  If more support is needed, it is provided. 
The agency serves a number of Chelsea residents and would like to partner with Chelsea area businesses.  

Sarah Caouette /North Common Arts (added to original Agenda)

Sarah presented two (2) special venue liquor permits to the Board for September 27 and October 12, 2019.  The events will be held indoors.  Susan moved to approve the permits; Liam seconded;  approved.  Sarah will e-mail the signed permits to Katherine.
