Approve Selectboard Meeting Minutes of August 20, 2019

Kent moved to approve the Selectboard Meeting Minutes of August 20, 2019; Karen seconded; approved.

Chelsea Alternate Representative to TRORC

Susan made a motion to have Kent act as the alternate representative;  Geoff seconded;  approved.

Administrative Assistant’s Report

Katherine submitted brochure(s) for various future trainings which may be of interest to the Board.

Katherine has gone to the Vermont Department of Motor Vehicles to register Town Equipment and will be going back as she did not have some of the required information.

The Orange County Sheriff’s Department contract will be provided to Emily Newman.

a.	Bid Opening/Transfer Station (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Katherine submitted the Myers and Cassella bids for the transfer station hauling services.  Clarification is needed on some of the items on the bids.  Katherine will contact the contractors. The bid award will be made at the next Selectboard meeting.

Katherine updated the Board on the progress of the transfer station recertification.

b. FEMA next steps (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Katherine provided the HMGP “Standard Operating Procedure for Demolition Implementation” relating to the FEMA buyouts.  She has contacted Lauren Oates about the next steps needed to comply with the procedure; she will contact her again and ask about an extension of the 90 day requirement.

Highway Department (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

The new trailer is here.  Katherine will go to DMV again to have it registered.

Sand had to be purchased this Spring as it was depleted. Tires may need to be purchased for some of the vehicles.

Peter Amber (added to original Agenda)

Seven (7) or eight (8) trees have been taken down leaving gaps in the North Commons.  There is a sugar maple that should be removed in the North Commons.  Peter can donate three (3) or four (4) trees to be planted and another family may do the same.  Susan suggested planting an evergreen in the South Commons.  She can donate a crabapple tree.  Peter stated he would like to do the planting this Fall.  He will also see if there are any nursery sales in the area.  The trees needing removal can be removed when the planting is done. Soil compacting has occurred due to cars driving over the Commons.  This can affect tree roots growing near the surface.  Sugar maples are having a difficult time due to environmental changes.  Foot traffic is enough to cause harm to the trees. Peter will look for a celebration maple to plant.  Kent said that it might be a good idea to have only certain access points to the Commons.

Susan stated that the Kaiser Fund funds are tied up in a Certificate of Deposit until next year.

Kent made a motion to have Peter plant three (3) or four (4) trees in North Commons; Karen seconded.  Motion passed.

Kent has spoken to Alexa Snipe (sp.?) about the mowing of the garden at the intersection of Upper Village Road and Route 110.  She would like to keep the garden going and not have the Echinacea mowed during the next growing season.  Visibility of oncoming traffic may be an issue.

Recreation Field Fence (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Fence will need to be installed due to cars driving on the field.

School Ball Field (added to original Agenda)

Tim received a request by Vershire and Corinth teams to use the ball field in the fall for practice on Saturdays.  They are in the process of getting insurance coverage and will forward same to Katherine.  The scheduling will go through Lou.  Karen stated that there is no policy in place as to the order of teams using the field.  The men’s league uses the field on Sunday mornings.  Overlapping sometimes occurs but the scheduling always works out. Tim stated that the field is not being overused.  Geoff moved to approve the use of the field for the Babe Ruth team practices subject to insurance information being provided; Kent seconded.

Mowing occurs on early Sunday mornings.  Tim will talk to Brian about changing the time of the mowing.

Water/Wastewater (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Setting of water rate (added to original Agenda)

	The rate will be set at the next Selectboard meeting.

Town Treasurer (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Susan moved to have the General Account, Water Department, Equipment Fund, Water Sinking Fund, Sewer Sinking Fund, Town Hall Renovation Fund and the Resurfacing Account be moved into interest bearing account(s); Liam seconded; so moved.  

Susan moved to dissolve the Savings Account, which has $1007, with the funds put into the General Fund; Kent seconded; so moved.

Town Hall Repairs – Capital Reserve Fund

	Kent moved to approve the Hayward proposal for the Town Hall roof repairs; Geoff seconded;  approved.  An advance payment to Doug Hayward will be made for the repairs to the Town Hall.
	
Hubbleshire Permit (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

This permit is for outside consumption.  Karen moved to approve the permit; Kent seconded; approved.

USPS Postal Permit (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

The permit application requires a $200.00 fee and then an additional $200.00 per year to maintain.  Kathy Galluzzo of the White River Supervisory Union will let the Board know if it can use the school permit.

Town Clerk (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

21 dogs remain unlicensed.  Karen has called the owners of unlicensed dogs.

Orange County Sheriff’s Contract ( added to original Agenda)

The Town has not received any monies collected from the issuance of traffic tickets.  As the Town has adopted the state’s speed limit ordinance, it should be receiving these monies. 

Liam inquired as to why the Town cannot set the hours of the Sheriff’s patrol.  Susan added that the Town has the option of not renewing the OCSD contract in January, which would leave the Vermont State Police for coverage. Susan moved that the Town complete the Vermont Judicial Bureau form for reimbursement of a percentage of fines collected by the Sheriff’s Department; Geoff seconded; motion passed.  Katherine will complete.

Executive Session (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Kent made a motion to enter Executive Session at 8:46pm; Geoff seconded; Executive Session.

Personnel Policy (added to original Agenda)

Power Easement (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Susan made a motion to exit Executive Session at 9:20pm; Kent seconded. Executive Session exited.

Kent made a motion to waive Dave Boardman’s water bill of the last quarter; Geoff seconded; motion passed.

Kent made a motion for Tim McCormick to proceed with legal action against a resident for zoning violation; Liam seconded; Tim will proceed.

Banner Law (added to original Agenda)

The new Banner Law went into effect on July 1, 2019.  A banner cannot be up more than 21 days and cannot be less than 16 feet 6 inches above the surface of the road.  It must also contain break-away fasteners.

Approve Orders (numbered sequence varies from original Agenda)

Kent moved to adjourn at 9:35pm.  The motion was seconded by Geoff; adjourned.
